WHAT IS A QUALIFYING CHILD?

u Your son, daughter, stepchild or
descendent of any of them

n Your adopted children
n Your eligible foster children

*Children must have lived with you in
the United States for more than half the
year and be under age 19, under age
24 if they are a full-time student, or of
any age and permanently disabled.

WHAT IS EITC*?

u Earmned Income Tax Credit
(EITC) is a tax credit for people
who worked in 2006, but earned
low to moderate incomes.

u If you qualify, you could reduce
or eliminate your income tax —
or even get money back — if
you owe no faxes.

u You may be eligible, even if:
o You have never paid taxes
or had taxes withheld.
o you have not earned
enough fo be required to
file an income tax return.
