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School bus driver arrested for driving under the influence 

 

Salem, Ore. — Yesterday, September 22, Salem Police officers arrested 42-year-old Kathy 
Anne Fowler on charges related to driving under the influence. 

The investigation by the Salem Police Traffic Team was initiated after the report of Fowler, a bus 
driver for Salem-Keizer Public Schools, being under the influence of alcohol while transporting 
students on August 9, 2022.  

The incident involved Fowler driving 15 students on two separate bus routes between the hours 
of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. that Tuesday morning in August. Between the two transports, Fowler 
was also involved in a collision in which the bus she was driving struck a guard rail. 

Fowler is charged with the following: 

• Reckless endangering, 15 counts 
• Driving under the influence of an intoxicant 
• Reckless driving 
• Criminal mischief
