Walkable Mixed-Use Area Requirements

Locational Requirements

 Existing or planned urban centers,
Including downtowns, transit-served
corridors, and neighborhood centers

* Provided with high quality pedestrian,
bicycle, and transit facilities

e Infrastructure able to support potential
development

 Qutside hazardous areas

* Minimum dimension of 750 feet (with
some exceptions)




Walkable Mixed-Use Area Requirements

Land Use Requirements

Allow a broad variety of housing types,
and a broad variety of offices, services,
commercial, and public uses

Abutting high-density residential areas
and employment areas may qualify as a
portion of a WaMUA

Prioritize location of public-serving
government facilities in WMUAs. Parks
and open space areas prioritized in or
near WaMUASs

Minimum block length standards
