The applicant has the burden of proof to show
that the approval criteria can be satisfied by the facts. Opponents may rebut the applicant’s
testimony by showing alternative facts or by showing that the evidence submitted does not
satisfy the approval criteria. A hearing is not a venue to ask questions of staff, the
applicant, or the decision maker(s) on this case but rather an opportunity to provide
testimony to the decision maker(s) on the merits of the land use case; questions about the
application, the recommended conditions of approval, or the Planning Administrator’s
recommendation, should be directed to the Case Manager prior to the hearing.

Any participant may request an opportunity to present additional evidence or testimony
regarding the application. A ruling will then be made to either continue the Public Hearing
to another date or leave the record open to receive additional written testimony. Failure to
raise an issue in person or by letter prior to the close of the Public Hearing with sufficient
specificity to provide the opportunity to respond to the issue, precludes appeal to the Land
Use Board of Appeals (LUBA) on this issue. A similar failure to raise constitutional issues
relating to proposed conditions of approval precludes an action for damages in circuit
court.

Following the close of the Public Hearing a decision will be issued and mailed to the
applicant, property owner, affected neighborhood association, anyone who participated in
the hearing, either in person or in writing, and anyone who requested to receive notice of
the decision.

	Project Description: Palominos LLC is seeking to add a security gate to the front entrances of 456 Court St NE and 466 Court St NE. The security gates will be constructed in a way that meets the requirements within Sec. 230.025(g).  
• Be designed and constructed to minimize changes to the building.
• Be limited in size and scale such that a harmonious relationship is created in relationship to the building.
• Be designed and constructed in a manner that significant historical, architectural or cultural features of the building are not obscured, damaged, or destroyed.
• Not destroy or adversely impact existing distinctive materials, features, finishes and construction techniques or examples of craftsmanship that are part of the building.
• Be constructed with the least possible loss of historic materials.
• Not create a false sense of historical development by including features that would appear to have been part of the building during the period of significance but whose existence is not supported by historical evidence shall not be added to the building.
• Be designed to reflect, but not replicate, the architectural styles of the period of significance.
• Preserve distinguishing original qualities of the building and its site.
• This alteration would address safety needs.

Attached are pictures of the entrances, locations of attachment, and the gates themselves.  

Palominos LLC is seeking to improve the streetscape of 466 Court St NE and 456 Court St NE. The tile color, texture and size, and the finishing will match as closely as possible the original materials. The project is to improve the safety of the entrance walkway where cracks exist and the ground is uneven which creates a tripping hazard. The project will be the standards within Sec. 230.075. Pictures of the streetscape and damage are attached.

(a) Non-contributing features within the public right-of-way. Alterations to non-contributing features within the public right-of-way shall comply with the Public Works Design Standards.
(b) Materials.
(1) Replacement materials should match as closely as possible to the original color, texture, size, and finish of the original materials.
(c) Design.
(1) Historic street lamps shall be preserved, if feasible.
(2) Historic landscaped buffer zones, such as the grassy median between the sidewalk and curb shall be preserved.
(3) Historic retaining walls should be preserved, if feasible.
(4) Significant sidewalk and driveway features should be preserved when they contribute to the character of the district.
(5) Original driveway locations and curb cuts should be preserved when they contribute to the character of the district.
(6) Only those portions of character-defining streetscape that are deteriorated beyond repair shall be replaced.
